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juk. A korai urnamez6s vandorlds Mediterran meden-
céig kihaté eseményei, illet6leg a 12. évszazad égéi nép-
mozgalmainak hatasa az északabbi tertleteken olyan
kélcsonhatdsban lehettek egymaéssal, amely a Karpat-
medencében is Uj gazdasagi-tarsadalmi formaciok Kki-
alakuldsdhoz vezetett, tobbek kozott a gavai kultdra Iét-
rejottéhez.

A taktabdji temetdé feltart sir-
jai a temetkezési ritushoz nyudjtanak tdmpontot, mely-
hez mas feltdrt temeték még nem allnak rendelkezésre.

A géavai fémmdvesség mélté folytatéja a Karpat-me-
dence keleti fele ilyen jellegld bronzkori hagyomanyai-
nak.

F. Fulep, Sopianae — The History of Pécs during the
Roman Era and the Problem of the Continuity of the
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Specialists have been investigating one of the most
important towns of South-Pannonia, the forerunner of
the present Pécs, since the 18th c. The earlier investiga-
tions concentrated mainly the ancient Christian burial
vaults and their murals: these monuments were studied
in details not only by Hungarian but also by outstand-
ing foreign archaeologists and art historians. A com-
prehensive and fruitful debate developed between the
two world wars on the problems of the continuity
between the ancient Sopianae and the Hungarian Pécs.
However, well established, positive historical and art
historical results can be gained from the evaluation of
a Roman Age settlement find material only if they are
confirmed by systematic excavations of the largest
possible area, because otherwise the relatienships are
interlaced but with loose threads.

The systematic excavation of the territory of Sopianae
could be begun only in the last decades, the leadership
of which was undertaken — with Alice Burger’s coope-
ration — by Ferenc Fulep, directorgeneral of the Hun-
garian National Museum. Several shorter-longer publi-
cations have already appeared in course of the work,
while a longer summary came out in 1977 with the
comprehensive examination of Roman cemeteries un-
arthed on the territory of Pécs (F. Fulep) Roman Ce-
meteries on the Territory of Pécs [Sopianae]), which,
anyhow, contains no more than recently published,
really large-scale, and, without doubt, basic compre-
hension.

The new synthesis falls into 10 chapters. The intro-
duction of history of research is followed by a chapter

of 20 pages on the Roman town. The chapter aimed not
the summary and historical evaluation of the written
sources concerning the town, but the communication-
geographical examination of Sopianae. It means that
he unfolds the question, with the help of the latest ex-
cavations, what the main road system of the town was
like, and how it fit into the traveling system of the
Empire. The problem has a special historical value,
since, as evidenced by the good quality maps of the
chapter, Sopianae was an important centre of the care-
fully designed Roman communication system crossing
Pannonia, not to mention even that through the by-
roads it was connected with the road system leading
towards Dalmatia and Italy. The topography of the
town is also mentioned in the chapter, in the light of
the latest excavations. The next chapter, containing the
short review of excavations carried out in the town,
also touches on this problem (pp. 32—35).

The chief quality of the book is revealed in the next
chapter, which tells about the excavation of the ceme-
teries of the Roman town (pp. 36— 145). It comprises
wide chronological period in respect of history of re-
search, as it deals with painted Early Christian burial
vault uncovered in 1780 as well, as with find material
of sepulchral connotations unearthed in 1970, analysing
the smaller finds according to the distinct architectural
units. The list of the monuments starts with the se-
pulchral buildings found under the archives of the Ca-
thedral in Pécs. We have to mention separately the
painted burial-chamber no. IlI, unearthed in 1939.
which is important from respect of the development of
the Christian art during the Roman Age, just like the
long known murals of the painted Early Christian bu-
rial-chamber no. 1., because of the symbolic depic-
tion of the heavenly ,paradeisos”. F. Filep discusses
the stylistic and iconographical connections of the men-
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tioned pictures in details considering also the earlier
research. Find materials found on the territory of cella
trichora and cella septichora are also touched upon, the
latter of which was excavated by the author in 1977.
A further problem is the cella septichora which could
not have served as basilica of the cemetery, and it is
even more doubtful when its lithurgical function ceas-
ed. Burial-chamber no. X. is also of art historical
importance, where ornamental mosaics were found
(their successful reconstruction can be seen on fig. 20.);
they are decorated by the so called ,Solomon-knot,
frequent at the end of the 4th c., being the relic of the
trend which Avi-Yonah called ,,Roman-Antiochian-Ale-
xandrian Christian style”.

Regrettably enough we have no place enough to give
the detailed review of the find material of the chapter
which had already partly been published in the above
to call attention to some important monuments found
mentioned work by Ferenc Filep (1977). | would like
to call attention to some important monuments found
during the excavations under the Istvdn and Geisler
Eta streets. The burial-chamber with valuted en-
trance, indicated as G/4, and the burial chapel no. XIII.
are among the important monumental relics from re-
spect of Pannonian burial architecture. The latter one
shows close relationship to the burial chapel at Salona
called by Grabar ,martyrium en forme d’abside”, and
probably a mensa was also standing in its apsis (see:
pl. XLVI—XLVII; fig. 55a—b). From between the smal-
ler finds the glasses of different forms are especially
significant. The pedestailed glass goblet found in grave
L/84 under Istvan street 12-Geisler Eta street 14, (which
could be restored wonderfully), belongs to late
antique vessels with net-decoration of high artistic
execution (pl. LXIV.), to mention only the most im-
portant one from between the many precious glass ob-
jects.

Das Werk von H. von Petrikovits wurde vom West-
deutschen Verlag auf das Anliegen der Schriftleitung
der ComArchHung 1984 zur Rezension vorgelegt. Dies
ist der Grund, weshalb wir uns mit der Arbeit im Ver-
héltnis zu ihrem Erscheinungsjahr ziemlich verspétet
erst jetzt befassen kdnnen. Die meisten Ergebnisse er-
wiesen sich aber selbst nach dem Verlauf von 10 Jah-
ren als bestandfest und bieten auch heute noch eine
erstrangige Hilfe zur Forschung der Legionslager, bei
der Bestimmung der Funktion der einzelnen Bauten
und Gebdaudetypen sowie in der Erkennung des inneren
Einleitungssystems der Lager. Der Verfasser hat als
erster Uber die innere Struktur und die Bautentypen
der Legionslager ein zusammenfassendes Bild entwor-
fen; seine Abhandlung ist eine Summierung von meh-
rere Jahrzehnte in Anspruch genommenen Forschun-
gen und seiner sich mit diesem Themenkreis befassen-
den Aufsétzen.

Der Wert dieser grundlegenden Arbeit besteht vor al-
lem darin, daB der auBerordentlich fachkundige Ver-
fasser samtliche Quellenmaterialien bezlglich dieses
Themas heranzuziehen bestrebt war.

Chapter V. of the book gives a short summary of the
burial forms and customs. According to Table 1. (p.
149) 20 murial buildings and burial vaults belonged to
the unit of cella trichora and cella septichora on the
territory of the Roman Age Pécs, 6 of them were surely
painted. They contained, altogether, the remains of 144
skeletons; the age definitions tell that only some of
them were older than 60 years, while infant mortality,
on the other hand, was excedingly high. The blood-
typing analyses tell that groups A and B were the most
frequent ones, there were several samples of group O,
while group AB was rare!

Chapter VII. is important as it gives an evaluating
picture of the find material unearthed in the town and
in the cemeteries (pp. 180—267). Beside the above men-
tioned glass finds the high amount of coins is also very
important, a large quantity of which was Siscia coin
minted in 367, while after 370 the decrease of the mo-
netary communication can be observed. Chapters VIII—
iX. contain historical reasonings. It is very important
tnat the continuous use of some buildings in Sopianae
can be proved till as late as the 11th or the 12th c. The
book is closed by the natural scientific analyses of finds
and the reference.

Ferenc Fulep’s work is a summary of basic import-
ance of the relics of Roman Pécs, though due to the
long delay of publication (10 years from handing in the
manuscript) the very significant latest results could
not be comprised in the book (just to mention the bu-
rial fresco of ,,The Fall”, the coloured photo of which
can be found in the Hungarian version of M. Vickers:
The Roman World). It means that the work must be
carried on, the new results should be published soon
in a new summary.
